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 “You are to give him the name Jesus, 

because he will save his people from their sins.” 
(Matthew 1:21) 

 

That’s what the angel said to Joseph.  That’s the plan.  You know how the story unfolded.  Joseph and Mary play 

their role.  Jesus lives and dies and lives again so that we can live for eternity!  But you have a role in the story 

too. 
 

Salvation doesn’t happen in a vacuum.  It isn’t automatic.  Our job is to help connect people to the Savior!   As 

we head toward this Christmas season, I want to simply suggest a few ideas that could help you help others con-

nect to Jesus. 
 

Show them that you care.  Between now and Christmas do some act of kindness that simply says, “I was 

thinking about you.”  Bake some cookies.  Write them a note.  If it snows (say it ain’t so, Joe!), shovel 

their walk. Tell them you’re doing it simply because Jesus loves them. 
 

Invite them to Creative Christmas.  One of the most common things we hear about Creative Christmas is that 

it creates an appetite in people to come and sample a service at Heritage.  Our goal is not just to entertain 

people for a few hours; it is to help people take a step toward Jesus.  You could be a big part of that! 
 

Invite them to Christmas Eve Services.  People who study these things say that the number one time for peo-

ple to reconnect with a church is Easter; number two is Christmas Eve!  This year’s Christmas Eve ser-

vices are designed to have a feeling of tradition.  We want to warm hearts and help kick off your family 

Christmas celebration. 
 

Now I’ve written these things and you’ve read them.  Please don’t just file this as information; do something!  

I’m not urging you to buy Creative Christmas tickets so we can pay for the production of the show.  And we’re 

not doing Christmas Eve services because the staff wants to avoid spending time with family.  Our studies show 

that over 70% of people who come to Heritage were invited by a friend or family member.  People need Jesus and 

we are the connecting point!
