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 A couple of years ago I was on vacation in Florida and rented a wave-runner.  After about an hour of flying 

around in the Gulf, we headed in.  As we slowly approached the harbor a porpoise surfaced right near us.  It was 

exciting to see! 

 

As I reflected on that experience it occurred to me that the porpoise was already in the water but I wasn’t excited 

until I saw it…until I connected to it.  The preacher in me thought about that moment as I prepared to write this 

note to you.  I want to talk to you about the purpose of the church (note the cute juxtaposition of porpoise and 

purpose ). 

 

 

 

 

That’s been our passion…our purpose…for a long time.  It’s “already in the water.”  But until you connect to it, it 

remains pretty cold and sterile.  Until you connect with it and experience it and participate in it, it isn’t exciting 

for you.

They connected with friends and family members and 

co-workers and classmates in significant ways.  They offered friendship not just friendliness.  They met people 

wherever they were.

Go ahead and 

make a list.  What could you do to demonstrate Christ’s love to them?  Go ahead and do that.  When could you 

invite them to church? 

 

Here’s what I predict.  As you connect with the purpose of Christ, you will pray more because it’s a little scary to 

do that.  And, as you connect with the purpose of Christ and start to live out the passion of Heritage Church, you 

will find excitement because it’s thrilling to watch your friends come to Jesus!
